Notes 5.3 Friction 
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· Friction – force that resists the motion of
                        objects or surfaces
      - always acts in the opposite
       direction of motion
· Frictional force depends on

1. Kinds of materials (surfaces)
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- pushing in this direction.



How much the surfaces are pressed together (weight)

· Fluid friction – friction that occurs as an object pushes aside the fluid it is moving through.  (drag)  Ex: air resistance
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Static friction – friction to over come
                                  something at rest

· Sliding friction – friction while something is moving
                                  -  generally less than static friction 
· Coefficient of friction: number that describes the amount of friction between two surfaces.

· Friction is necessary to start motion. (Traction)

· Friction converts mechanical energy to heat and sound energy

· Friction can never be completely eliminated
